CURRENT SITUATION: [Initial attack activity continued throughout the West.
Good progress was made on most of the large fires with containment
objectives achieved or expected today. Resource mobilization through NICC
was minimal, while demobilization progressed.
Southern California Large Fires:
SAGE FLAT, Inyo NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Benik) is
assigned. The fire burned 1,000 acres on California Desert District, BLM

land. Containment is expected at 0600 this morning.

GORGE, Angeles NF. Heavy demobilization is continuing.

Eastern Great Basin Area Large Fires:

INEL ASSIST, ldaho National Engineering Laboratory (INEL). The BLM and
USFS are assisting the INEL with unified command and support roles on this
fire 25 miles southwest of ldaho Falls, ID. Erratic winds and fire
behavior were experienced, causing the fire to continue to make runs to
the east, northeast and northwest. At this time the Ffire appears to
remain within the INEL boundaries. A substantial amount of rain was
received over the fire last evening.

One fire is in a confinement suppression strategy totalling 650 acres.

Southwest Area Large Fires: Two fires are in a confinement suppression
strategy totalling 19,736 acres.

Alaska Large Fires: Twenty-seven fires are in a limited suppression
strategy totalling 342,062 acres.

OUTLOOK:

A deep and very cool upper level trough is dropping southward along the
Washington coast. This will bring a strong southwest flow aloft with very
breezy and dry conditions developing in Nevada and spreading into ldaho by
Thursday. Western Washington and Oregon will be very cool with showers
and widely scattered thunderstorms east of the Cascades. Utah and Western
Wyoming will have isolated to widely scattered thunderstorms. Arizona,
New Mexico and Colorado will continue to have scattered thunderstorms.
High temperatures in the West will range from the 70"s in the northern
Rocky Mountains to near 110 in the desert Southwest. The potential for
continued fire activity remains with breezy conditions forecast and the
detection of holdover lightning fires.
