INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
THURSDAY AUGUST 21, 1997 - 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: The Eastern Great Basin experienced increased initial
attack and large fire activity. Firefighters made good progress on the
large fires iIn the Southern California and Northwest Areas. Resource
mobilization through NICC was moderate. Very high and extreme fire indices
continue to be reported from units in California, Nevada, Washington and
Oregon.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA LARGE FIRES:

NARROWS, ANGELES NF. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Hutchison) is
assigned. This fire is located four miles southwest of Wrightwood, CA.
Suppression forces made good progress on line construction and containing
and holding the major slopover across Highway 2. Current concerns include
organizational camps and the town of Wrightwood.

COMMANCHE, Kern County, California State. This fire is located 5 miles
west of Tehachapi, CA. Firefighters made good progress toward containment
objectives and mop-up operations continue. Containment was expected last
night.

SANTA ROSA, Santa Barbara County, California State. This fire is located
5 miles west of Buellton, CA. Firefighters made good progress toward
containment goals. Heavy fuels will require extensive mop-up. One
structure was damaged by the fire. Containment was anticipated last
night.

EASTERN GREAT BASIN LARGE FIRES:

CALF CREEK, South-Central ldaho District, BLM. This fire is located 35
miles northwest of Twin Falls, ID. Strong winds and rough terrain have
made suppression efforts difficult. Ranch houses and winter wildlife
range are currently threatened. Information regarding resources assigned
was not available.

BRAY, South-Central ldaho District, BLM. This fire is located 33 miles
northwest of Twin Falls, ID. Strong winds created active fire behavior.
The current concern is for critical winter wildlife range near the fire.
Difficult terrain and windy conditions are hampering control efforts.
Information regarding resources assigned was not available.



CHAPPARAL, Boise District, BLM. This fire is burning in sage and brush,
18 miles southwest of Boise, ID. Moderate to high rates of spread were
observed with winds gusting to 20 MPH. Air support was extremely

effective. Once the winds subside,
anticipated.

no further control problems are

LAKE CHANNEL, South-Central Idaho District, BLM. This fire is located 25

miles southwest of Pocatello, ID.

Windy conditions impeded suppression

efforts. Containment was expected last night. Information regarding
resources assigned was not available.

California will be sunny, dry and warmer. Patchy fog and low clouds are
possible along the coast and in the coastal valleys. Temperatures will be
in the 60"s and 70"s along the coast, the 70"s and 80"s in the mountains
and coastal valleys, the 80"s and 90"s in the inland valleys, and up to

106 in the deserts.

Washington and Oregon will be drier and warmer. Low clouds and fog are
forecast west of the Cascades, with partly cloudy conditions to the east.
Temperatures will be in the 60"s along the coast, the 70"s and 80"s west
of the Cascades, and the 80"s and 90"s east of the Cascades.

Idaho will be mostly sunny with a slight chance of afternoon thunderstorms
in the southeast. Temperatures will be in the upper 70"s to mid 80°s in
the mountains and 80"s and 90"s elsewhere.

Utah and Nevada will be partly cloudy with isolated thunderstorms over the
eastern portions of both states. Temperatures will range from the 70%s in
the mountains to the 90°s in the valleys.
