NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 1

CURRENT SITUATION: Cold temperatures and higher humidities kept fire activity
low in Oklahoma. Texas reported increased fire activity. Resource
mobilization remained minimal through NICC; demobilization is increasing.

Southern Area Fire Information:

ADA COMPLEX, Muskogee Area Office, Ada Agency, BIA. A Type 11 Incident
Management Team (Storey) transitioned with the Type 1 Team yesterday. Incident
objectives have changed from initial attack responsibility to supporting local
fire departments.

NORTHEAST OKLAHOMA COMPLEX. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Kearney) is
assigned. Arson fires continued around the community of Shamrock and
Drumwight. Temperatures dipping into the teens reduced fire activity within

the protection area. All fires within the complex are currently contained.

CARD SOUND COMMAND, Florida State. A State Type Il Incident Management Team
(Duty) is assigned. Hot spots continued to pose control problems.

High
temperatures will be in the mid 30"s in the north to 40"s in the south.
Demobilization is anticipated to continue over the next few days from the
Southern Area.
