SUNDAY JULY 6, 1997 - 0900 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: Initial attack and large fire activity continued in
Southern California, Alaska and the Rocky Mountain Areas. Increased fire
activity occurred in the Great Basin. Numerous units in the Great Basin,
Rocky Mountain, Southwest and Southern California Areas are reporting very
high to extreme fire indices.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA LARGE FIRES:

HEMLOCK, San Bernardino NF. A Type Il Incident Management Team
(Motschall) is assigned. This fire, north of Highland, CA was caused by
fireworks. Structures were initially threatened. Current threats are to
fish habitat and the City Creek drainage.

CANYON 2, Angeles NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Bacon) is
assigned. This fire is north of Azusa, CA along Highway 39. Burnout
operations were successful along the northwest portion of the fire.
Watershed values remain threatened.

ALASKA LARGE FIRES:

CAMP LAKE, Tok Area Forestry, Alaska State. This fire is between Tok and
Northway. Crews made progress on the east and west flanks yesterday. Two
airtanker drops protected the northwest flank.

MCCOY CREEK, Fairbanks Area Forestry, Alaska State. This fire is
southeast of Fairbanks by Salcha. Crews used existing hoselays and
fedco"s to secure the perimeter. Crews successfully contained spot fires.
Black Spruce in the interior of the fire was torching.

GOLD CREEK, Fairbanks Area Forestry, Alaska State. This fire is just
north of Fairbanks near the Fort Knox Gold Mine. A local ski area is
being utilized as the staging area. Dozers and crews worked on a slopover
on the south ridge line and making improvements along the road for burnout
operations.

OUTLOOK: California will be warm and dry. Local wind gusts up to 30 MPH
are possible in the mountain passes and canyons. Temperatures will be in
the 60"s and 70"s along the coast, the 70"s and 80"s in the mountains and
the 90"s and 100"s in the deserts. Alaska will have isolated showers and
thunderstorms. The southeast coast has a good chance of showers. Coastal
highs will reach the 60"s, with temperatures in the 70"s and 80°s in the
interior. Arizona will be sunny and warm. Mountain temperatures will be
in the 80"s, with deserts highs reaching 117. New Mexico will have partly
cloudy skies with widely scattered thunderstorms over the central
mountains and east. Temperatures will range from the 70"s in the
mountains to the 90°"s in the lower elevations. Nevada will continue to be
sunny and warm. Highs will range from the 80"s in the north to 115 in the
south. Colorado will be partly cloudy, dry and breezy. Widely scattered
afternoon thunderstorms are forecast for the mountains and eastern



Colorado. Temperatures will range from the 60"s in the mountains to the
90"s in the valleys.
