INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
SATURDAY, AUGUST 9, 1997 - 0900 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: Large fire activity continued in Southern California.
The Western Great Basin experienced increased initial attack activity and
two new large fires. Resource mobilization through NICC has decreased.
Very high and extrem e fire indices were reported in California, Arizona,
Nevada, Washington and Minnesota.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA LARGE FIRES:

An Area Command Team (Edrington) is assigned to the Los Padres National
Forest.

LOGAN, Los Padres NF. A Type I Incident Management Team (Kohut) is
assigned. This fire is 20 miles east of Santa Maria, CA. The fire
continues to burn in an east northeast direction. Structures are
threatened in the Buckhorn, Tepusquet, Pine Canyon, Huasna Townsite, Suey
Creek, rural Arroyo Grande and Los Berros areas, requiring continued
structure protection. Poor access, extended travel time, 80+ age class
fuels, high temperatures and low humidities continue to hamper control
efforts.

HOPPER, Los Padres NF. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Greenhoe) is
assigned. This fire is located 5 miles north of Fillmore, CA. The fire
burned aggressively to the north and northeast. The fire is now well
established in the wilderness and Condor Sanctuary, making the fire even
more inaccessible. Crews are making good progress in preventing the fire
from spreading south into the communities of Piru and Fillmore. Limited
access and steep terrain are hindering suppression effor ts.

CHOKE, Sequoia NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Battreal) is
assigned. This fire is located in the Monarch Wilderness, approximately 50
miles east of Fresno, CA. Good progress was made on line construction,
utilizing 24 hour shifts. Limited access continues to hamper control
efforts.

HIGHWAY, Sequoia NF. This fire is burning in grass and light brush 6
miles west of Lake Isabella. The fire is burning along Highway 178,
necessitating the clo sure of the highway.

WESTERN GREAT BASIN LARGE FIRES:

POTOS1 COMPLEX, Toiyabe NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Burdick)

has been ordered and will take over the fire this morning. This complex
consists of the FLAT and MULE fires, located 30 miles southwest of Las
Vegas, NV. The Mule fire is threatening residences in the Lovell Canyon
area. The fires received some precipitation last night.

SNOW CREEK, Elko District BLM. This fire is located 70 miles north of
Ely, NV.

The fire was burning away from structures, towards a wilderness study
area. Control efforts are being hampered by steep terrain, dense fuel
pockets and strong winds from passing thunderstorms.
