INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
FRIDAY, OCTOBER 24, 2003 — 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 2

CURRENT SITUATION:

Initial attack activity was moderate in Southern California and light elsewhere. Nationally, 450 new
fires were reported. Two new large fires were reported, one each in the Southern California Area
and Eastern Areas. Four large fires were contained, one each in the Southern California and the
Southern Areas and two in the Eastern Great Basin Area. Very high to extreme fire indices were
reported in Arizona, California, Colorado, Georgia, ldaho, Indiana, Oregon, Nevada, Montana,
North Dakota, Utah and Wyoming.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA AREA LARGE FIRES:

ROBLAR 2, Camp Pendleton Marine Corps Base. A Unified Command between a Type 2 Incident
Management Team (Domanski) and the California Department of Forestry & Fire Protection
(Clayton) is in place. This fire is in chaparral, six miles west of Fallorook, CA. Strong winds
caused upslope and upcanyon runs, and extreme fire behavior was observed on the north and
northeast flanks. A voluntary evacuation notice has been issued for the community of De Luz.

GRAND PRIX, San Bernardino Unit, California Department of Forestry & Fire Protection (CDF). A
Type 2 Incident Management Team (Dietrich) is assigned. This fire is in heavy chaparral, two
miles west of Mira Loma, CA. Torching and spotting occurred within the perimeter; extreme fire
behavior was observed at the front and on ridgetops.

PIRU, Los Padres National Forest. This fire is in grass and brush, 14 miles northwest of Santa
Clara, CA. Moderate fire behavior with occasional upslope and fuel driven runs were observed.

PARADISE 2, Sequoia & Kings Canyon National Park. This wildland fire, previously reported as
part of the Kaweah-Kern Complex, is in mixed conifer and chaparral, seven miles northeast of
Three Rivers, CA. Higher humidity moderated fire behavior. Spotting from roll-out along ridge tops
and in drainages continued.

OUTLOOK:

Red Flag Warning: In northern Monterey, San Benito and San Joaquin Valley, and a Fire Weather
Watch in southern California mountains and below canyons and passes for northeast winds and
low humidity.

Fire Weather Watches/ Red Flag Warnings: A fire weather watch for western Klamath National
Forest for Friday and Saturday nights — windy on ridges with poor relative humidity recovery.

A red flag warning in southern Humboldt county, Mendocino National Forest and Mendocino CDF
Unit, the greater San Francisco Bay area and the Sacramento valley and surrounding foothills and
slopes tonight through Saturday for low humidity and windy conditions.

Red Flag Warning: For downslope winds and low humidity over portions of Utah.
Weather Discussion: High pressure rebuilding over the West will produce Santa Ana winds in

southern California and strong north to east winds in northern California. Windy conditions will also
be found over portions of Utah, Colorado, Montana, Wyoming and the Dakotas. The cold front

which moved across the west Thursday will be tracking across the central states today.

POWER LINE SAFETY

Operating near or under power lines poses unique hazards, and the following precautions should
be followed to reduce potential equipment damage or injury:

@& If possible, the power company should deactivate lines in the fire area.

& Don’t operate heavy equipment under power lines.

& Don’t use right-of-ways as a jump or cargo drop spot.

& Don’t drive with long antennas under power lines.

& Don’t stand near power lines during retardant drops.

& Don’t park under power lines. The magnetic field around energized power lines can induce an
electrical charge in ungrounded vehicles or equipment. This charge can shock anyone who
touches the vehicle.

& Don’t apply straight stream to power lines.

& All personnel should be cautioned that smoke may become charged and conduct the electrical
current. Deactivated transmission and distribution lines may continue to pose a hazard due to
induction.

&« If power lines fall on your vehicle, DON'T leave the vehicle until the power company arrives. If
the vehicle is on fire or fire is near, jump clear, don't hang on, keep feet together, and bunny
hop away.
