INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
MONDAY OCTOBER 4, 2004 — 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 2

CURRENT SITUATION:

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 45 new fires reported. Very high to extreme fire
indices were reported in California, Nebraska and Nevada.

Presidential Disaster Declarations have been issued for Hurricane Frances in Florida on 9/4; for
Hurricane Ivan in Alabama, Florida, Louisiana and Mississippi on 9/16; and for Hurricane Jeanne
in Florida on 9/26. An Area Command Team (Zimmerman) is assigned to the Florida Disaster
Field Office, Orlando, FL. Numerous resources have been mobilized as part of the relief effort,
including aviation assets, mobile caterers and showers, national buying teams, crews and
miscellaneous overhead personnel.

On October 2, a firefighter was fatally injured when the top of a tree fell where crews were working
on the Grant West Prescribed Fire in Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Park, CA. The
firefighting community extends condolences to family and friends of the deceased.

SOUTHERN AREA INCIDENTS:

HURRICANE FRANCES / IVAN RESPONSE, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).
A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Hart) is managing a base camp at Saufley Field Naval Air
Station in Pensacola, FL. A Type 2 Incident Management Team (Mullenix) is managing a base
camp in Brewton, AL, supporting the receiving and distribution of supplies and debris removal in
central Alabama.

HURRICANE JEANNE RESPONSE, Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). A Type
1 Incident Management Team (Kearney) is managing a base camp in Martin County, FL. A Type
1 Incident Management Team (Frye) is assigned to the Jacksonville Naval Air Station,
Jacksonville, FL and is supporting the receiving and distribution of relief supplies.

HURRICANE JEANNE RECOVERY, State of Florida. A transfer of command from two Florida
Division of Forestry Type 2 Incident Management Teams (Beauchamp and Johnson) to Type 3
organizations has occurred. A Florida Division of Forestry Type 2 Incident Management Team
(Jones) is managing the distribution of relief supplies in Polk County, FL.

HURRICANE IVAN RECOVERY, Gulf Islands National Seashore. A National Park Service All-
Risk Incident Management Team (Wissinger) is assigned. The Team is managing clean-up and
recovery efforts.

OUTLOOK:

Weather Discussion: High pressure will cause warm and dry conditions to continue over the
West today. Some thunderstorms will be possible in the afternoon heating over Colorado, New
Mexico and northern Texas. There is also a slight chance of thunderstorms over the California
Sierra Crest. Elsewhere, conditions will be dry with temperatures well above normal for this time
of year.

BUILDING FIRELINE DOWNHILL WITH FIRE BELOW

As a general rule, construct line moving uphill. Many firefighters have lost their lives attacking wildland fires from
above. If there is no practical alternative to constructing line downhill, proceed only after weighing the following
considerations:

& Has the area been scouted for fire perimeter and behavior? Discuss what you need to know about the fire
perimeter and fire behavior before building fireline downhill with fire below.

& Will wind direction be at your back? Will it stay at your back? Talk about how winds can change when you are
on a slope (e.g., time of day, upslope and downslope breezes, etc.).

& Is the area free of chimneys and gullies? How would you negotiate your line location if there were chimneys
and gullies below where you needed to be working?

& Are there adequate safety zones and escape routes as you progress downhill? How do you maintain
adequate safety zones and escape routes as you progress downhill?

& Can you carry your burnout downhill as you go to provide an anchor point and safety zones? Discuss how you
decide when to carry the burnout with you or wait until you have tied in down below.

& Have lookouts been posted? What do the lookouts need to be on the watch for?

« Do you have good communications, especially with lookouts and crews working towards you? What are some
of the dangers of not communicating with lookouts and crews working towards you? What are the benefits of
maintaining good communications?

& Can the line be completed and burned out before the fire reaches the line? Discuss how this would affect
where you locate the line.

& Do you have adequate resources to complete the assignment? What additional resources might you need to
safely take on an assignment that includes building fireline downhill with fire below?

& Is aerial support available if needed? What benefits can aerial resources provide? What might be an added
danger from aerial resources in this type of situation? (Common Denominators)

& Has everyone been briefed on the assignment, fire behavior, weather, communications, escape routes and
safety zones, hazards and tactics? Discuss who might provide this briefing and where and when it might
occur.

& To reduce the risks:

e If the answer is “no” to any of these questions, consider other tactics and provide for safety first.

e Never compromise escape routes to safety zones for the sake of building line. Remind everyone that
a situation check is each and every firefighter’s right and responsibility.
