
INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT 
THURSDAY, MAY 26, 2005 – 0530 MDT 
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 1 

 
 
 

CURRENT SITUATION: 
 

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 42 new fires reported.  Two new large fires were 
reported, one each in the Southwest Area and one in the Southern Area.  One large fire was 
contained in the Southwest Area.  Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Arizona, New 
Mexico, and Texas.    
 
 

SOUTHWEST AREA INCIDENTS / LARGE FIRES: 
 
VALLE, Santa Fe National Forest.  This fire is eight miles west of Los Alamos, NM in mixed 
conifer.  Multiple snags, steep terrain and rolling material are hampering suppression efforts.   
 
MESA CAMINO, Santa Fe National Forest.  This fire is six miles southwest of Coyote, NM in 
ponderosa pine.  A Type 2 Incident Management Team (Lineback) is assigned.  Single tree 
torching and creeping ground fire were reported.   
 
SHINER, Arizona State.  This fire is ten miles west of Kingman, AZ in desert scrub and grass.  
Active fire behavior and minimal spotting were reported.   
 
SKUNK, Arizona State.  This fire is 20 miles southwest of Globe, AZ in chaparral.  No new 
information was received.

SOUTHERN AREA INCIDENTS / LARGE FIRES:  
 
BUFFALO TRAIL SCOUT CAMP, Texas Forest Service.  This fire is ten miles north of Alpine, TX 
in pinyon pine, cedar, and juniper.  Rough terrain is hampering containment efforts.   
 
MITRE PEAK-KING MTN., Texas Forest Service.  This fire is ten miles northwest of Alpine, TX in 
brush, oak and grass.  Significant interior burning, but no perimeter increase was reported.

Weather Discussion:    Very warm high pressure will continue to dominate weather over much of 
the West today.  The best chance for thunderstorms will be across the eastern two-thirds of New 
Mexico and southeast Colorado, where a backdoor front has entered the region.  In Florida, the 
panhandle will see very low relative humidity today.

HELICOPTER LANDING AREA SAFETY 

The following points should be considered when operating around an unimproved landing site: 

  

 Always wear your personal protective equipment (PPE) when working around an operating 
helicopter. 

  

 Always get the approval of a flight crewmember or the pilot before approaching a starting or 
operating helicopter. 

  

 Only approach and depart a helicopter as directed, in a slightly crouched position, and in full 
view of a crewmember. 

  

 When approaching or departing an operating helicopter, never approach or depart uphill and do 
not hold equipment overhead. 

  

 Always approach and depart an operating helicopter on the downhill side. 

  

 Remove or secure loose articles when working around an operating helicopter. 

  

 Be aware of the dust abatement conditions of the landing area, as blowing dust, sand, or rocks 
caused by the helicopter’s rotor wash can be hazardous.
