
INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT 
FRIDAY, MAY 5, 2006 – 0530 MDT 

NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 2 
 
 

CURRENT SITUATION: 
 

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 120 new fires reported.  One new large fire (*) was 
reported in the Western Great Basin Area.  Three large fires were contained in the Southern Area.  
Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Arizona, Colorado, Delaware, New Mexico, 
Oklahoma, Texas, Kansas and Pennsylvania. 

 
 

SOUTHERN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES: 
 

CARDINAL, George Washington & Jefferson National Forests.  A Type 1 Incident Management 
Team (Custer) is assigned.  This fire is five miles south of Luray, VA in hardwood litter.  Numerous 
structures remain threatened.  Heavy fuels in steep, rocky terrain are hampering suppression 
efforts.  Moderate rates of spread with up to five foot flame lengths and backing on the southwest 
side were reported.  Burn out operations continue. 
 
ACERA, Florida Division of Forestry.  This fire is six miles northwest of Sharpes, FL in southern 
rough.  Increased fire activity with spotting was reported.  State road 528 has been reopened.  
Burn out operations continue. 
 
WEST TEXAS IA, Texas Forest Service.  A Texas State Type 2 Team (Rogers) is assigned in 
Midland, TX.  The Team is assisting local jurisdictions with managing initial and extended attack 
fires within the 140 million acre fire management response area.  One new fire was reported in the 
management area.  Acres, structure losses and costs represent cumulative fire activity for the 
response area. 
 
CORBETT TRAIL, Florida Division of Forestry.  This fire is four miles south of Indiantown, FL in 
grass.   Five outbuildings remain threatened.  No further information was received.

(Mannelin) is assigned.  This fire is five miles south of Luzerne, MI in timber and brush. A few hot 
spots were detected within the interior.  Significant progress was made towards containment. 
 
CHERRYTOWN, New York Forest Rangers.  This fire is near Rochester, NY in timber.  No new 
information was reported.

Fire Weather Watches: Most areas of interior Florida on Friday for continued low afternoon 
humidity.  Southeast Arizona, southwest and south-central New Mexico for strong southwest winds 
and low humidity.  
 
Weather Discussion:  An upper trough moving through the Great Basin is expected to elevate fire 
potential in portions of the Southwest, especially over southern Arizona, southern New Mexico and 
west Texas where gusty winds and low humidity are expected.  Showers are forecast for much of 
the Southeast except for Florida where low humidity will continue over much of the state.
